"One Man Epic

On the 26th of February 2010,
Australian Tom Smitheringale
set out from McClintock Inlet
at the northernmost edge of
Canada with the aim of reach-
ing the geographic North Pole
solo and unsupported. A feat
described by the world's great-
est climber Reinhold Messner
as '10 times more difficult than
climbing Mt Everest' and one
that has only been achieved by
only 2 people in the history of
polar exploration. An epic bat-
tle by one man against bliz-
zards, bears and broken ice,
covering 800km in under 60
days on the ice. By every meas-
ure that defines an outdoor
challenge as epic — scenery,
physical demand, and sense of
accomplishment — this solo ex-
pedition to the North Pole
qualifies. Tom will be required
to swim as the ice moves,
breaks and re-joins, in tem-
peratures as low as —50 de-
grees Celsius . Check out his
progress at
www.onemanepic.com.au. At
time of writing he was 29 days
and 254 kilometres into his
(800 km) journey. It is very
likely he will lose some fingers
and toes to frostbite but to him
it is a small price to pay.
